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Hint: Be sure to save photos in your network folder. My Pictures is a subfolder in My 
Documents. Create a folder for each “photo event” – it’s easier to find them afterwards! 

�
Import and arrange your photos 
 
1. Select the photos you want to use. You can import them from your network folder, a flash 

drive or directly from your camera. Simply click the “Import Pictures” button  

2. After you have imported all your photos, edit each of them as necessary using the editing 
toolbar below the photo. Use the arrows on the lower left and lower right of the picture to 
navigate to the next picture or the previous picture. 
 

 Hold the mouse over each button to see what it does. 
�  Correct color levels 
�  Correct red eye 
�  Rotate counterclockwise 
�  Rotate clockwise 
�  Edit…crop, auto fix, add effect. 

 
3. Arrange the photos in the order you want them to appear. Click on the photo and then choose: 

�  move forward 
�  move back 
�  delete 

4. Click “Save Project” – Choose an appropriate file name and note that the extension is “.wp3”. 
This is a PhotoStory3 file – will open only within PhotoStory3! 
 
Click Next. 

Be sure to click “Save Project “. 
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Add a title to your pictures – These titles are optional. Use them as needed.

This is a 
PhotoStory3 file and as such can only be opened using PhotoStory3.

Use these 2 arrows to add titles 
to other photos. 
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Narrate your pictures and customize motion – a microphone is needed for the narration. 
Apply to each photo as needed. 
 

 
 
Notes: Notice that you can re-arrange photos here, too! Save your project.

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Customize Motion –  In this example the picture zooms in as the motion progresses. Apply to 
each photo as needed.

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�  If PhotoStory feels that cropping the photo would be an improvement, you will see the 
following: 

 
 

�  Drag the resizing window in the “Before” to crop the photo as you’d like. Wait a few 
seconds for the “After” window to show the new image. 

�  Click “Yes” when you have finished with this photo. 
�  The program with cycle you thru all the photos that have black borders. Make 

corrections as necessary.
